Parang — The word is derived from two Spanish
words: parranda, meaning “a spree or féte’, and
parar meaning “to stop”.

In the past, it was traditional for parang serenaders to pay nocturnal
visits to the homes of family and friends, where part of the fun was
waking the inhabitants of the household from their beds with joyous
songs and musical instruments. This practice can still be found in
Tobago as villagers commonly go ‘paranging’ visiting ‘house to house’
throughout the communities during the festive season bringing
delight to all. Of course, since food is such a rich part of our culture,
they are usually offered food and beverage as a warm welcoming
gesture by anyone they may visit.

Parang is also a popular folk music originating from Trinidad and
Tobago; it was brought to Trinidad by Venezuelan migrants who were
primarily of Amerindian, Spanish and African heritage, something
which is strongly reflected in the music itself. Today, a new form
of parang has emerged; soca parang is a combination of soca and
parang.
